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"Cry freedom" is a book about racial discrimination
in South Africa. Steve Biko, the charismatic South
African Black Consciousness Movement leader, made
efforts to pursue the justice for the black fellowman
and he was arrested because he tried to overthrow the
white government for their cruelty and injustice to
the black people. Although Biko failed and ended up
being killed while in police custody, he gave people not
only the courage to fight against the white government
but the hope for fair and fair treatment from the
government. He was such a persistent man who had
strong belief in what he believed true.
I also learned to judge things from different views
after reading the book. In the book, Woods, a white
editor, was initially critical of Biko's views and

actions. After he was invited to visit a black township
